A Georgetown restaurant is closed fol-
lowing a basement fire last week.

Firefighters responded to a call
around 2 p.m. March 17 at the Main Street
South building that houses Uncorked on
Main.

"There was about four feet of smoke in
the windows and smoke billowing out
when they (firefighters) broke in," said
building owner Linda Klarner.

Initial reports from the scene indicate
that a fire was discovered in the basement
of the building and knocked down by fire-
fighters.
