"Materials selected for
this experience are recy-
cled, upcycled and energy
efficient. Electric battery
packs are used rather than
gas generators to power re-
mote parts of the trail, and
most of the wood elements
used on the trail have been
repurposed - many created
from ash trees removed
from Conservation Halton
parks due to the impact of

an invasive insect called
the Emerald Ash Borer,"
the news release says.

Winterlit is open Thurs-
day to Sunday from 5:30
p.m. to 10:30 p.m. Food and
hot beverages are available
for purchase. The event al-
so features a small vendor
marketplace and local craft
breweries and wineries on
select weekends.
