Amnesty has worked towards their
mandate for 31 years. Their plan of
action to release prisoners includes
extensive letter writing campaigns
to foreign governments. “That way
his jailers know that he’s not an
insignificant peasant that no one
cares about,” Hall said.

In 1977, Amnesty International
won the Nobel Peace Prize and in
1978, the United Nations Human
Rights Prize.

There are at least 200 A.L chap-
ters in Canada, with “over a million
members worldwide in 150 coun-
tries,” said Hall.
