After that, Usher studied the
singer’s every move. He purchased
two $1,500 custom-made costumes,
bought jewelry and grew his hair.
He quit his part-time job and Elvis
became his full-time occupation.

Usher launched the Elvis cologne
campaign for the Hudson Bay
Company last year. He also
launched the opening of the Elvis
movie, Honeymoon in Vegas, at
the Eglinton Theater in Toronto.

In 1991, Usher appeared on the

Toronto Sun.
