Melt butter in 9" (23 cm)
square pan, sprinkle on
brown sugar and arrange
berries over top. Cream
shortening with sugar, then
beat in egg. Sift dry ingredi-
ents together and alternatély

RASPBERRY
UPSIDE DOWN PUDDING

1/4 cup butter 1/2 tsp. vanilla 1/4 tsp. baking

2 cups raspberries  1/2 cup packed powder

1/2 cup white sugar brown sugar 1/3 cup milk

1 cup pastry flour 1/4 cup shortening-  pouring or whipped
1/2 tsp. salt 1 egg, unbeaten cream

add to creamed mixture with
the combined milk and vanil-
la. Spread batter over berries
and up the sides of the pan.
Bake at 350 deg. f. for 25 to
30 minutes, invert on warm
plate and serve with cream.
