friendly film which defies
traditional methods of pro-
cessing.

Arnold Pundsack worked
with four other members of
the Xerox Research Centre
of Canada - to develop
VerdeFilm - a film which is
processed with heat and light
as opposed to conventional
silver halide film - the pro-
cessing of which utilizes
chemicals and water.

The absence of chemicals
in the new film threatens the
existence of the silver halide
film, used in an increasingly
environmentally aware
graphic arts industry.

This attribute of the film
determined  its name
- “verde” translated from
Italian is “green.”

VerdeFilm is also credited
by Xerox as having the abili-
ty to produce higher quality
images and being easier to
package and handle. The
price of the film is competi-
tive with silver halide film,

The only drawback the
film has is its incompatibility
with ordinary cameras. This
drawback has enabled the
price of silver to rebound.

The research team which
helped develop VerdeFilm is
currently working on an offi-
cial June 1994 launch.
