The final waste disposal
program in Halton Region,
partially funded on a user fee
system, is-now a thing of the
past. ,

Starting today, (Saturday) a
flat fee of $5 per vehicle will
be charged at the Halton
Waste Management Site on
Hwy. 25 north of Hwy. 5 for
loads weighing less than 150
kg. (Previously, only waste
loads which exceeded 150 kg.
were charged on a $150/tonne
tipping fee scale.)

The decision to implement

the fees was made Dec. 1
after regional Commissioner
of Public Works, Art Leitch,
and Commissioner of Finance
and Regional Treasurer, Joe
Rinaldo, submitted a report
recommending the proposi-
tion. (The Norjohn Transfer
Station in Burlington charges
$5 per 100 1lbs. and $2 for
every additional 20 1b. The
Leferink Transfer Station on
Armstrong Ave. in
Georgetown, charges $1.50
per bag and $125/tonne if the
amount exceeds five bags.)
