Cox and White are now setting
up a volunteer corps of women to
help the raped girls and women of
Bosniaand Croatia. White said they
will screen and train the volunteers.

“I saw evidence of women, and
children as young as 10, being
systematically raped, impregnated
and then released back into Mus-
lim society,” White said.

“There are very few things you
can do to a woman more horren-

dous than rape. There is nothing

more horrendous you can do to a
Muslim woman. In some cases,
fathers and husbands are disen-
franchising their wives and daugh-
ters and some are shooting them.
