bands at the Guelph Kiwanis Mu-
sic Festival on Monday, March 8.
The class also included the Water-
loo Regional Police Band and the
Cambridge Concert Band, much
larger ensembles than the Acton
Band.

In this contest, bands compete
against a standard rather than
against each other. To attain a gold
standing means that in the adjudi-
cator’s opinion the band has earned
a mark of 80 or better 1n its per-
formance. The adjudicator com-

mented that all of the bands gave
excellent performances and so he
awarded gold standing to all. In
this grading system a band must
have better than 70 for a silver and
better than 60 for a bronze.

The Acton Band played two
test pieces of its own choice. The
first was “Echo Concerto” by
Stradell, arranged by Cacavas. The
second was “An Irish Suite” by
Spinney. The adjudicator
commended the Acton Band on
their performance in both pieces
but noted that the concluding
movement of the Irish Suite was
particularly well done.
