They are accomplished and
dedicated swimmers — winning
between 200 and 250 medals
over the last three vears gives
you some sort of indication.

They have an equally com-
mitted coach 1n Gerry
Ockenden, who manages on his
own time to get his 16 troops in
the pool three weekday evenings
and at 7 am on weekend morn-
Ings.

But they are treading in shal-
low waters financially, desper-
ately trying to diminish a $3,000
deficit from last September.

They are the Acton Aqua
Ducks swim club.

The Aqua Ducks have out-
standing rental fees at the Acton

indoor facility for the months of

April, May and June. The cur-
rent tab reads $2,200. Another
$600 1s needed to pay their as-
sistant swim guard for May and
June.

“We’ve never been a club
that has ran with a profit,” con-
cedes Aqua Duck financial sec-
retary Sandy Foley. “We’redo-
ing a massive recruitment in the
summer in hopes of getting 20
to 25 members by September.

“We’ve even frozen our fees
at the 1991 rates — $90 for the
three-hour session and $150 for

the six-hour. We didn’t see the

need to raise the fees because we
need members.” There are four
sessions that run from Septem-
ber to June.

The Aqua Ducks, who run
Bingos every first and third
Monday of each month at Bingo
Country on Hwy. 25, haven’t
made any money in this area
since March.

Foley attributes the troubles
to the Toronto Maple Leafs’ pro-
longed season and a bingo pro-
gram change with the introduc-
tion of a new super jackpot.

Even the kids are doing their
best to keep their club afloat.

“My 8-year-old son Stephen
swam 100 lengths of the pool
recently to raise money for the
club. The older kids did 200,”
says Foley, who adds that new
swim suits are needed for Sep-
tember after two years of wear.

Foley mentioned the club
needs some support from the
people of Acton.

“We have to make the club
visible in the town,” says Foley.
“We are hoping to run events in
the summer and start September
without a deficit.”
