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RECIPE CORNER

1/4 cup parsley

1/4 to 1 cup chopped celery

1 teaspoon dried tarragon or basil

3/4 teaspoon salt '

1/2 teaspoon paprika

1/8 teaspoon nutmeg |

Milk, stock or melted butter to moisten very lightly
(2 or 3 eggs)

Youmay add: 1 1/2 cups nut meats: Brazil, pine, pecans, walnuts and
one of the following: 1 cup browned sausage meat
1 cup or more sliced mushrooms sautéed with onion

1 cup chopped or whole drained oysters
1 cup chopped or whole soft-shell clams

1 cup cooked chopped shrimp.

Bread Dressing for Fish @ cups)

A fine, but plain, unsophisticated dressing.
Combine: 1 1/2 cups bread crumbs
2 tablespoons chopped onion
1/2 cup chopped celery
2 tablespoons chopped parsiey
1 or 2 beaten eggs
Season these ingredients well with:
1/2 teaspoon salt
1/8 teaspoon paprika
1/2 teaspoon dried tarragon or dill seed
2 tablespoons capers
(1/4 teaspoons nutmeg)
Use: Milk, melted butter or soup stock to make a loose

Bread Dres;sing with Mushrooms, Oysters,
NlltS, GibIEtS, etcC. (4bout 5 cups)

There is no set rule for the proportions of ingredients in bread dressing.
It should be palatable, light and slightly moist, well-flavoured, but
bland. Chopped green peppers, nut meats, sautéed mushrooms and
drained or slightly sautéed oysters may be added to it. Stock or oyster
liquor may be substituted for milk.

Chop: Giblets.

Melt: 1/4 cup butter.

Add and sauté for about two minutes: (2 tablespoons or more chopped
onion) and the chopped giblets.

Combine these ingredients with: 4 cups crustless day-old or slightly
toasted, diced white, whole wheat or corn bread crumbs

dressing.
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
