- owned by the Ontario Heritage Foundation. Originally built as a

private boys’ school by the village founders, the late sculptor Josef
Drenters restored the limestone edifice with its small chapel and
surrounding walls. He relocated sturdy pioneer cabins and a gazebo to
the property and created his sculpture garden along winding pathways
under the towering fir trees.

Rockwood is a beautiful, historic village with something for every-
one. Take time today to stop and enjoy its simple country charm.
