Two Acton natives, both now
Metro Toronto police officers,
have been ordered notto talk about
their involvement at the scene of
last week’s tragic shooting of PC
Todd Baylis in North York.

Constables Paul Cargill and Sue
Kinal Cieslik, officers in 12 Divi-
sion with PC Baylis, responded to
the apartment building where the
young officer was gunned down
In a hail of bullets.

Baylis was shot after he and his
partner chased a drug suspectinan
apartment building.

“We’ve been ordered notto talk
to the press,” said PC Cargill in a
phone interview Thursday night,
just hours after Baylis’s funeral.

Cargill, a Metro officer for four-
and-a-half'years, said he could not
comment on which officer arrived
on the scene first.

“We’ve been warned by homi-
cide officers not to say anything, |
do want to say something about
this shooting but it will have to
wait.” ’

Both Cargill and Cieslik, an
eight-year veteran of the Metro
force, graduated from Acton High
and still have family in town.
