[t may not be Easy Street, but
Harvey Yurich finds the drive
down Dublin Line every morning
much easier on his eyes — and his
blood pressure — than his former
commute across the 401, en route
to his gardening job with the City
of Toronto.

And after living in Mississauga
for eight years, the 40-year-old
Yurich has found peace of mind in

- “What better place to raise kids
than in Acton,” asks Yurich, who
lives next door to Blue Springs
Golf Club. “It’s a great view, and
I can see the whole town. You
couldn’t find a better place.”

Harvey and Debbie, a special
investigator with Allstate Insur-
ance, certainly couldn’t. They
spent two years house hunting,
from Kingston to St. Catharines.

Not only did they see the busi-
ness potential of running the
Towne Friar, but most important
to them, they saw Acton as the
model environment to raise their
children.

“Theschools in Mississauga are

not adequate and we both felt it
was not the place for our kids to
grow up,” Yurich says, adding he
feared his children running around
with all kinds of kids and smoking
by age 11 or 12.

Yurich also takes over Friar’s
Friends next door. He notes the
emphasis will be on country crafts,
along with the addition of country
clothing (i.e. jean shirts and jack-
ets).

- “No matter what business
you’re in, you're in business to
satisfy customers,” explains
Yurich, who is looking forward to
working with local charities. “The
people are much friendlier here.
