Campers discover their potential

Camp Brebeuf, on Rock-
wood’s northern outskirts,
offers all of the things that
make summer camp great —
and a lot more.

Besides the prerequisite
swimming, crafts and camp-
fires the Catholic Youth Or-
ganization camp has a new
name — Adventure Learning
1in the Outdoors —and during
the school year it’s like an
Outward Bound experience
on the Eramosa River for stu-
dents from the Golden Horse-
shoe area.

The 110-acre camp prop-
erty, including 30 cabins, a
four-acre pond, a 25-metre
swimming pool and a newly-

renovated dining hall, is
owned by the Catholic
Church Hamilton Diocese
and operated by the Catholic
Youth Organization.

“From September to June
we offer canoeing, archery,
tree planting, environmental
education, adventure-based
counselling, high ropes, low
ropes, orienteering and map-
ping,” explained camp direc-
tor John Malcolmson.

Using the low and high
ropes 1s like rock climbing
and Malcolmson said they
are great for learning group
skills because, “the students
learn the importance of ef-
fective communication,
working as a group and mak-
1ng group decisions.”

Various separate school
boards send their students to
the camp during the school
year and during July and
August the camp 1s home, for
several weeks anyway, to
700, seven to 14-year-old
campers, most of whom learn
about the camp through their
church affiliation.

“We are a Catholic-run
agency but we do not dis-
criminate and at any point
about 30 per cent of our camp-
ers and staff are non-Catho-
lics,” Malcolmson said.

“While at camp we expect
people to say grace before
meals and we have a priest
come 1n for liturgies,” Mal-
colmson said, adding that
campers and the staff of 40

“work together, play together
and pray together,” in an ef-
fort to live up to Camp
Brebeuf’s motto: Discover
Your Potential.

Besides the six weeks of
camping for kids, Camp
Brebeuf also offers a family
camp for women and chil-
dren who are living in shel-
ters and a leadership camp
for students heading into high
school.

Asked what the best part
of Camp Brebeufis Malcolm-
son didn’t hesitate.

“The best part 1s getting
away from the city and tech-
nology and learning about
and experiencing and explor-
ing nature and life at a nice,
relaxed, caring pace.”
