daughter of James. They farmed on Lot 16 next door, this farm having also been
purchased by his father. Robert F. built the large brick home in 1886. The house
still stands on Mclntyre Crescent in Georgetown, and has been converted into
apartments. Robert F. and Agnes had six sons and one daughter, some of whom
are well remembered by the older generations of the area.

James II farmed first near Glen Williams, and then homesteaded near
Saskatoon. Fraser worked at Eaton’s for much of his life, and was an excellent
craftsman. Josie nursed in Toronto. Joseph died in infancy. -

In 1926, Robert Reid III, a grandson, bought back the homestead. He ha
married Ella Hyatt. Their son William Timothy Craig Reid farmed there, and
married Marjorie Ruddell. Their son Derek farms at Gem, Alberta. The home-
stead was sold to Delrex Developments in the mid 1950s. Centennial School in
Georgetown today sits on the area where the buildings had been. In 1974, Craig
and Marjorie hosted the International Ploughing Match on their property on 10
Sideroad, south of Georgetown. Craig was a livestock exporter.

William Henry Reid married Margaret Inglis. In 1913 he took over the Lot
16 farm, now on Mountainview Road. The family raised purebread Holsteins,
and shipped milk. In 1951, their son H. Craig took over the farm. It too, was sold
to Delrex Developments. Craig bought a farm on Appleby Line, and then moved
to Burlington. His son John now farms that farm. Bruce farmed at Binbrook and
was at one time president of the Holstein Friesian Association of Canada. Weir
lived in Sudbury. Herb had a trucking business and Allis Chalmers Agency in
Stewarttown before moving to Manitoulin Island. Will’s only daughter Agnes
married Bill Long, and moved with him as he followed his executive career. She
now lives in Mississauga.

Weir Reid Sr. spent four years overseas during World War 1. He married
Lizzie McMeekin and operated a dairy farm on Mississauga Road. They raised
four sons and two daughters. John and his wife Myrtle farmed near Erin. Ken
and Lois had a pump service business. He and Mary (Mrs. Don Garbutt) each
built homes on lots separated from the family farm. Joanne and Mack Stevenson
own and operate Rainbow Springs Trout Hatchery near Thamesford. Jim farms
on the Eighth Line north of Steeles Avenue. Gordon and Jean now farm near
Stratford. Their oldest son Donald farms part of his grandfather’s farm, and uses
the house and barn.
