Staff report that although
revenues from a log licens-
ing system should cover all
of the costs for canine con-
trol, that’s not happening in
Halton Hills because of a lack
of enforcement. The first step
to better enforcement will be
a census this summer under-
taken by students who will go
door-to-door, recording any
dogs they find.

Several councillors ques-
tioned spending money for
additional staff time and of-
fice equipment to pay for this
program in a vear when
budgets are tight. including
Councillor Rick Bonnette
who asked that the enhanced
log licensing program be
evaluated at the end of a one-
year trial period to see if it’s
worthwhile,
