Rural Milton

pot bust

A day light raid on a ru-
ral Milton property on Friday
turned up a “substantial”
marijuana growing operating
including 70 plants and loose
marijuana valued at $43,000.

Charged with produc-
iIng marijuana and possession
for the purpose of trafficking
are Robert Gordon Popp, 30,
and Lee-Anne Hayes, 45,
both of Fourth Line West
Milton. They appear in court
on September 14.

Can developers sit on
approvals forever?

Frustrated by the lack of
both residential and commer-
cial development in Acton

. several local politicians sug-

gest that Town should take a
“use it or lose it” approach
to planning approvals and
water and sewer capacity.
During recent council de-
bate over reports required for
the proposed Leathertown
Junction plaza Acton Coun-
cillor Norm Elliott said that

developers can’t sit on their
approvals forever without
putting a shovel in the
ground, while others are
ready to build.

The Town’s manager of
development review, Glenn
Wellings, said staff wouldn’t
recommend stripping a de-
veloper with planning ap-
g;zvais just because the land

sat idle, waiting for mar-
ket conditions to improve.
