He is
also a Province of Ontario
Scholar.

Al Grayson delivered
greetings from the Halton
District School Board, a job
usually done by Trustee
Ethel Gardiner, who was
attending her mother's
funeral.

Grayson said the
graduates’ diplomas mark
important milestones and are
a launching pad for the
future and reminded the
grads to thanks their parents
and teachers for their help.

Greyson told the graduates
that potential employers are
placing greater emphasis on
their ability to learn, grow,
handle change and get along
with others.
