“Yes, the buyers of the homes
surrounding the mill were well
aware of its presence when they
moved into the area, but they
expected appropriate bylaws to be
in place to protect them against the
unrestrained growth of the facility,
the annexation of neighboring
houses and land, and the consequent
devaluation of their property.”
