He has done 90 telephone
interviews with people in the region
so far.

“Over 50 per cent don’t want to
have any mput They basically tell
you to get lost,” he said. Others who
do respond have very little
understanding of how the system
works, he said.

“People don’t even know, other
than the election and a few very,
very simple questions, they are very
confused,” he said, adding this is
unfortunate.

Kitchen has been hired to review
accountability and representation
issues. He has checked into these
issues in other regions, and found a

broad range of ways of dealing with
regional government. The four
areas he is looking at are:

— Should the regional chair be

elected by citizens or appointed by

council?

— Is the size of regional council
too large or too small?

— Should regional councillors
serve only on regional council or
should they serve on both local and
regional councils?

— Should regional councillors be
part-time or full-time?

Kitchen said that discussions of
whether the two tier system should
be changed to three-tier would
interest people, but that isn’t within
the mandate of his study.

Public meetings in Oakville and
Burlington also took place last
week, and the final public meeting
will be Tuesday in Milton. Those
attending the Georgetown meeting
included Doug Penrice, the Halton
Hills representative on the citizen’s
panel working with Kitchen, Mayor
Marilyn Serjeantson, Councillor Rob
Heaton, planning director Bruce
McLean and Bob Malcolmson and
Jennifer Alton, of the the Halton
Hills Chamber of Commerce.

Return rates on a questionnaire
on the issues has not been good so
far, Kitchen said. He is also
accepting written submissions.

Kitchen plans to submit his draft
recommendations in mid-December,
and he will accept written responses
to them before finalizing his report.
