As our children’s biggest role model, we teach
them that through power, intimidation, fear and
pain they can get others to do what they want.
We must ask ourselves: “What are our children

learning?” and “Is this what we want them to

learn?”

In order to give widespread visibility to
the need to stop hitting children, the Family Edu-
cation Centre has set Oct. 17 as SpankOut Day.

This will be an opportunity for parents to
learn skills-to raise children which will help them

Children, like
adults, learn better by being noticed for appro-

_priate behavior than by being punished.

The Family Education Centre has been enrich-
ing families for 25 years through community
based, parent-to-parent education, support and
training. This organization has many resources

for teaching parents effective discipline, through
eight-week parent study groups, workshops,

parent’s evenings and shelter programs.

Most of all, children need to observe adults
who are good role models of self-discipline, car-
ing and responsibility. Discipline is teaching chil-
dren, not hitting them.
