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Will head Halton police service for next five years

an Algar’s varied back-

ground in his personal

and professional life
would seem to be one of the
prime qualities that made him
the choice as Halton’s next chief
of police.

The 54-year-old was official-
ly unveiled as the head of the
Halton Regional Police Service
for the next five years at a brief
press conference held last
Wednesday morning at police
headquarters in Oakville.

The chief designate assumes
the mantle from retiring Chief
Peter Campbell on Jan. 1, 1999.

Algar will be responsible for
a complement of 410 sworn
officers and 155 civilians. He
succeeds Campbell, his prede-
cessor James Harding, and Ken
Skerrett, the first chief of police
of the newly-formed Halton
Region in 1974.

Welsh /Italian heritage— is a
30-year career officer who grew
up in Oakville and started by
working for the town’s then
separate police force.

“I started on this journey
more than 30 years ago. Little
did I imagine it would take me
to the position of Halton police
chief,” he said with a big smile.

Campbell publicly support-
ed the promotion of his second-
in-command.
