aul Howse had a monster
season on the race track this

year.

After finishing second in late model
sportsmen standings at Flamboro Raceway
last season, the Norval resident set out with
the goal of capturing the title this year.
When he climbed into his Monte Carlo for
the season’s last race, Howse held a slim
two-point advantage in the standing. With
more than 100 points available on the final

night, Howse had little margin for error.

“It’s the only time in 10 years I've seen
him nervous before a race,” said his wife
Tara.

A third-place finish in the opening heat
dropped Howse behind Rob Moss but he
regained the lead with a victory in the sec-
ond heat. When it came to the feature race,
Moss won but Howse crossed the line right
behind him. The one-two finish gave them
each 101 points for the night and Howse
held on to the season title.

Howse won five of the 17 features over
the course of the season and was top-three
in six others. He also won 13 of 34 heats and
had 24 top-three finishes.

Still, Howse could have made it a lot easi-
er on himself. On the final night, Moss came
looking to borrow some parts just to get his
car on the track. Howse wanted the champi-
onship, but didn’t want to win it that way.

“It’s just sportsmanship,” he said. “I
never even really thought about it. I just
gave him the parts.”

Howse also knew what it was like to be in
Moss’ position. Two weeks earlier, he had
blown the motor in his car.

“I thought we were done,” he said.

But Howse borrowed a car from John
Farnan for a week to keep him in points con-

- tention. It also bought some time for his

engine builder Matt Walker to get the car
back on the track. It all paid off when he
clinched the season title.

It was also a nice reward for Howse, who
works on the car anywhere from 10 hours a
week for routine maintenance and set up, to
40 hours if the car is involved in a crash.

It can also be an expensive venture with a
new set of tires costing $1,000. If all goes
well and no major repairs are needed, it can
cost $30,000 to run a car for the season.

One area Howse can save himself some
money is in making his car look good. He

operates his own business, Finish Line

Painting & Restoration, and decorates his
car himself. The distinctive paint splotches
are becoming a trademark but his son
Jordan is usually the inspiration behind the
design. Last year it was a Toy Story theme.
This year it was Monsters Inc.

“I like to be different every year. It's usu-
ally whatever Jordan is into at the time” he

~ said. “I like to do it for the kids.”

Right now, Howse is leaning toward
Rescue Heroes for next year. And if all goes
well, they’ll save another season champi-
onship for Howse.
