“We have partnered with one
family for the house on Dayfoot
Drive that starts this spring, and
tonight we started to accept applica-
tions from families interested in
applying for the three houses we
will build in 2007,” said Kathrin
Delutis,  Executive Director of
Habitat for Humanity Halton. “The
Town of Halton Hills gave us the
opportunity to purchase three
building lots (on John St.)— now
we have the difficult task of select-
ing the families we will partner
with.”
