The Upper Credit Humane Society is once
again appealing to the generosity of the public
to help us out of this current bind. 

Progress is taking place rapidly i.e. the new
kitten fostering program is up and running, the
implementation of new Halton Hills Animal
Control contract, and the proposed Thrift Shop
move to Georgetown.

Dog rescue (manpower) and activity at the
shelter are at an all-time high level and our money
to run the programs, house the animals and just
operate effectively are at an all-time low.

Yes, we have got the kitten fostering pro-
gram up and running but we have been over-
whelmed by the number of kittens handed in
for care by the Society. Our budget is being
stretched in this area alone, all the extra sup-
plies, vet bills for spaying, neutering (which
we firmly believe is a must if the cat popula-
tion has any hopes of being controlled).  

This is not all we need money for... there is
an urgent need for KMR (Kitten Milk
Replacer) to use with the newborn kittens.
Most vets and animal supply outlets have this
product for sale and Global Pet Foods in
Georgetown will give a special price if it is
mentioned that it is for UCHS use.

Coinciding with the kittens, is the influx of

dogs, and it is an important part of their regimen
to have their hours in the outside holding pens.
The outdoors part of their daily life helps ward off
depression, anxiety, boredom and allows them to
be free to view the other residents, and to play. 

Guess what?  Four of our outdoor holding
pens desperately need upgrading, they are  lit-
erally falling apart— the money just isn’t there
to repair them.

And then....the rabbits. We have seven with
more being added. They need to come out-
side...they are in with the cats at the moment
never seeing the outdoors. We need a properly

constructed outdoor rabbit pen. Rabbit lovers,
we need your expertise on constructing an out-
door pen as well as donations to complete this
much needed addition to our care profile.

Last but certainly not least, we are seeking
applications for an experienced Manager with a
demonstrated passion for animal welfare. This
person will be responsible for overall shelter
operations including animal care, planning,
budgeting, staffing, fundraising and purchas-
ing. They will also be required to perform some
‘hands on’ animal control duties including
occasional evening and weekend shifts.
