EAR INFECTIONS
IN CHILDREN

Ear infections are the Number
One reason young children visit
their doctors and take antibiotics. A
new study  f inds  many  of  those
infect ions  could  be  avoided  i f
parents who smoke would make
one important change.

A recent study in the archives of
pediatric and adolescent medicine
is giving parents another reason to
quit. It finds exposure to cigarette
smoke  in  the  home  increases
children’s  r isk  of  middle  ear
infections. The smoke inflames the
tissues of the middle ear so that
viruses  and  bacteria  can  invade
more easily and cause infection.
