Tooth Chatter

IMMEDIATE DENTURES
An "Immediate Denture" is a denture that is inserted
immediately following the extraction of the natural teeth.
Using this method, the denture actually acts as a sort of
bandage to help the tissues heal.The denture must be
left in place during the first 24 hours. You must follow
normal post extraction recommendations, from your
doctor and then come in for an adjustment/check-up
appointment the following day. Another advantage, is
that the patient gets their denture right away and
doesn't have the inconveince or embarrassment of
having to go without teeth. Immediate dentures are
very popular, however this route is not ideal for
everyone. It often involves an extensive period of
adjustment in which the patient and Denturist must
work closely together for some time for best results.
If you have never worn dentures, your new teeth will
probably feel strange and bulky in your mouth. This is
because the muscles of your face,lip, cheeks, and
tongue are used to your former teeth, or to nothing at
all. These muscles are being stretched and molded to
new contours and dimensions. This muscle tension will
subside in a short period of time. Also, learning to chew
properly with new dentures may take two to six weeks.
It is also important that the person who extracts your
teeth, does not have to be the person who makes your
denture. Denturist are "denture specialists" who work
together with other dental professionals, to make sure
you get the best denture care available.

LOSS OF HEARING
DUE TO NON-AGING

FACTORS
Hearing loss due to aging can be

compounded by other things. A few of
these include noise exposure, disease,
and ear infections.

Hearing loss due to age and noise
are cumulative. That is, hearing loss
from noise exposure will be added on
to hearing loss due to aging. Neither
are not medically correctable. There is
something to be said for protecting the
hearing that we have left by wearing
hearing protectors when exposed to
noisy environments.

Each of us reacts differently to
hearing loss.  We may total ly or
partially deny that a problem exists.
Typical  “denial” statements are
“you’re mumbling again”, or “I was
not paying attention”, and can be a
way of concealing hearing difficulties.
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Opportunities for social interac-
tion, physical activity and practical
experience abound with Willow Park
Ecology Centre’s new organic garden
project.  

Starting Sunday, April 29, 1-3
p.m. with The Groundbreaking at the
Norval centre, located on Mary St.,
four workshop events will follow the
progression of organic theme gar-
dens from field-to-table.
