It’s been 30 years since a small band
of young men took up their paddles
and canoed 1,770 kilometers from Port
Credit on Lake Ontario to Cabot Beach
in Prince Edward Island. Their goal
was to make the 1977 Boy Scout
Jamboree.  

“Many of these guys lost touch with
each other shortly after the trip con-
cluded— this is the first time in 30
years that we will get together,” said
Lawrence Euteneier, who was 13 years
old and the youngest member of the
crew at the time.  

The Venturers traveled in two 25-
foot warrior canoes purchased with
funds raised through monthly bottle
drives carried out for two years. 

“We came close to going into the

drink a few times, and given the water
temperatures in the Gulf of St.
Lawrence and along the New
Brunswick coast line, death would
have come within minutes,” said
Euteneier 

Tracking down all the guys
involved with the trip in time for the
reunion is the challenge.

“I’m hoping that everyone will bring
their photos and journal entries so that
we can have them digitally scanned,”
said Euteneier, who plans to add them
to the website he’s building to com-
memorate the trip: www.1stgeorge-
