Closed captioning 
to be installed at 

Regional chambers
Following the proceedings of Halton Council will be 

much easier for people who are deaf, deafened or hard-of-
hearing once a new captioning system is installed at the 
Regional council chambers.

Like the new captioning system at the Halton Hills 
council chamber, the $10,000 system approved recently 
by Halton Council offers real-time captioning where cap-
tions are added live to a program while it is being taped by 
TVCogeco, which broadcasts the council meetings three 
times in the week after the meeting.

On-going annual costs of approximately $8,200 include 
two phone lines and fees of $145 per hour to the caption-
ing company.

The captioning service should be operational in May.
