long-sleeved shirts and pants
with tightly-woven fabric.

* Avoid being outdoors
from early evening to morn-
ing when mosquitoes are
most active and likely to
bite, as well as at any time in
shady, wooded areas.

» Use an approved insect
repellent, such as one con-
taining DEET, according to
the manufacturer’s instruc-
tions.

Mosquitoes breed in stand-
ing water. To reduce mosquito
breeding sites around your
home:

* Drain any areas of stand-
ing water.

* Change the water in bird-
baths and empty rain barrels
weekly.

* Remove old tires and turn
over pails, toys, and wheel-
barrows.

* Keep eavestroughs
clear.

$6,249,980
for schools

The McGuinty government
has improved the funding
formula for education by
investing an additional $309
million in public funding
over the next two years.

Halton’s boards of ed-
ucation will benefit from
an additional $6,249,989,
made up of $3,976,077 mil-
lion for the Halton District
School Board and an added
$2,273,912 million for the
Halton Catholic District
School Board.

Downloading of costs to
municipalities for provincial
social services began in the
late 1990’s by the Ontario
government. Currently, mu-
nicipal property taxes help to
fund services such as Ontario
Works, social housing, social
assistance drug costs, public
health, ambulance services,
child care and services for
seniors. Ontario is the only
province that requires prop-
erty taxes to fund social and
health programs.

The ‘Fairness for Halton’
