2,500 bicycle helmets to
school age children in cit-
ies across Ontario — 60 to
Acton students on Mon-
day.

on the head of every child
who needs one, and at the
same time provide educa-
tion and awareness about
bicycle helmet use.

Cycling related injur-
ies in children and youth
account for 60 per cent
of hospitalizations in this
age group, according to
the Canadian Institute for
Health Information. Wear-
ing a bicycle helmet can
reduce the risk of a brain
injury by up to 88 per
cent.
