For the fiscal year ending June 30,
1909 the number of registered letters and
parcels dispatched was 2550 and the

number received was 2488, making 3

total of 5038 registers handled.

The number of domestic money orders
issued in the same time was 3713 and the
international issued 830, giving a total of
4543 orders issued.

The number of domestic orders paid
was 3287 and international 40

The total number of money orders
handled was 7870,

The amount of money represented by
the domestic orders issued was $34319. 43,
and the amount of the international orders
ssued was $26158.34, giving a total of

$60477.82.
The domestic paid orders amourited to

$21416.60, and the international $1246.93
making a total amount of paid orders
$22663.53.

The fees for the domestic orders
amounted to $241.42, and fo- the inter-
national $253 84, making a total of
$495 26.

The revenue from the box rents and
sale of stamps and envelopes was 14, -
373 57 which with the money order fees
$495.26 makes a total of $14868.83.

After paying all the expenses of the
office except the supplies and official
envelopes received from Washington,
D. C. the amount the Post Office
Department has received from this office

for the year is $4365.01.
