It-is confideptly expected by
the board of managerg that the entire
amount necessary to fomplete the im-
provement will be agyailable through
subseription’ within next two or
three months, so that the assoeiation
may bhe able to star’t the new year
out of debt. This, itjis explained, de-
pends largely on thejwork of the so-
lieiting committee, Which has done
yeoman work and iq praised in the
report.
