For example, when some of the |
new furniture first came out, it was
characterized as skyscraper furniture
because the bookcases, desks dand some |
other articlez seemed to have some
of the lines which distinguish the
great meodern buildings which are
America’s own contribution to the
world. This name, however, was mis-
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deading because, although the new)

art has, it is true, something of the'
skyscraper about it, its distinguish-
ing notes are simplicity, straight
lines, hadness, clarity, the absence of
dust and dirt and an abundance of
color, while, at the same time, com-
fort 1s emphasized in every part.

Into this scheme the screen enters
and takes its place because the de-
signs offered are so much a part of
the whole and, also, because 1t en-
hances the general effect when it is
made in the clear, clean, fresh- ]uuk—l
ing lacquered materials. Some of the
screens are being decorated in pyralin.
This material has an unusual place |
in the modern art setting because it
makes contrast possible and 13 so!
pleasant to the touch. Modern art
aims to do away with the harshness
of metals.

Besides that, this plastic adds a
touch of beauty, which gives it as
prominent a place artistically as the
old ivory had in the hands of the
master craftsman of medieval days.'
Some of the artists of France are
using ivory in certain of their decora-
tions but the quantity of this material
is s0 scarce thht it is impossible to |
employ it on a large scale and the
leaders in the modern art movement |
have found that modern materials, |
such as pyralin, lend themselves per- |
haps even better to the working out
of certain motifs than other products.
The screens get an added beauty be-
cause the lacquered fabric of which |
they are made iz satin fimished. This
is a beautiful surface and one which
makes possible a detail in ‘the en-
semble of decoration which blends
most harmoniously into it.
