One of the great charms of the pro-
gram of the North Shore Music Fes-
tival, to be given in Patten Gymnas- |
ium May 18 to 23, is the variety of
artistry there presented. This year
eight soloists will take part in the

Among these latter is Lily Pons,
soloist on the Monday evening open-
ing.
