A. In 1833 the Chicago Democrat
was founded by John B. Calhoun. The
paper passed into the hands of “Long
John"™ Wentworth in 1836

Q. Whe was Elijah Parish Love-
joy?

A. Owner of the Alton Observer.
His anti-slavery attitude caused mobs
to destroy two of his presses. He was
killed November 7, 1837, while defend-
ing his press.

Q. Whoe was Melville Elijah Stone?

A. Stone (1848-1929) became a re-
porter for the Chicago Tribun: at
the age of 16. In 1892 he was ap-
pointed General Manager of the Ilh-
nois Associated Press, and after the
reorganization of 1900 became the
General Manager of the entire system.
On his death in 1929 he was voted the
title “Founder of the Associated
Press.”
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
