ENGLISH TRANSLATION

T1: The Fate of Disowned Children

T2: The first one is Nikolai, 30 years old.

P1: A deported laborer returns to the shelter of his father. 1926

P2: The secretary. 1930

P3: 1934 the crash of “Well-being”. After 10 months of escaping prosecution by the authorities
for fraud, on December 19, 1934 he appeared to his father lousy, ragged, almost barefoot at 20
degrees below zero. 16 days later he was arrested and sent to the Far East to serve his
sentence.

T3: 1928. His father made an effort to prevent him from engaging in monetary operations. This
was refused. He threw a brick at his father's head and then left to collect taxes. Soon they
dragged him through the prisons. And then they sent him to prison for a long time. It is
unknown whether he is alive or dead.

Text on the photos:

T4: The second one, Vladimir, 28 years. He knocked his right eye out and injured his left.

P4: 1932. Leaving the parental home.

P5: 1934. The consequences of the night attack by Vladimir B. on his father’s home. 9 window
panels were broken, and a wall was damaged.

T5: The famine of 1932 forced him to leave his father's house. Beggary, extortion, hooliganism -
this is how he spends his life. He works only under duress.

Text on the photos:

Té: 4th Konstantin, 22 years old.

P6: 1933 Died of starvation.

T7: 1933. In the 23rd year of his life, he was fascinated by a non-thinking crowd, but he failed to
fully unleash his malicious feelings toward his father, imposed on him by the crowd, as he was
soon struck by death.

T8: 5th Aleksandr 22 years old.

P8: Violent expression of hatred towards Christianity
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T9: 1936, in order to establish one's “trustworthiness,” one must break the connection with his
father. Last year he was lazy, he stole photo materials and other things. He was estranged from
his family. Now he walks among his father’s acquaintances and takes photos of them.

Text on the photos:

T10: 6th Lev - “Leonid”, 20 years old

P9: August 1, 1936 Partial return of items stolen by the sons Aleksandr, and Lev - “Leonid” B.
P10: On August 22, 1936, Lev-Leonid Bokan and his brother Alexandr Bokan (both removed
from the family for corruption) came to their father and demanded items and money.

They inherited something, but being dissatisfied L.[eonid] hit his father and broke the window.
Then they left.

T11: And this one demonstrated the same malice. Only to prove that he has discarded his
father's education and is ready for everything that is commanded to him by strangers.

T12: “No, | do not recognize any responsibilities toward my parents. | live only for myself,” this
is how Alexander recently put it. How much madness, corruption and horror is there in it? After
all, a man without duties to his neighbor is like a beast. Only the pain of punishment prevents
such a person from crime.

Of the 7 children, he was the most meek, obedient, and kind boy. And what happened to him.
Now it’s clear why he does not consider theft to be shameful, that it is only an action caused by
personal need.

The spirit in which the children were brought up can be seen from the literature depicted in this
picture: Gospel, A Calendar of Wisdom, Way of Life and other religious, philosophical and
educational works. (But not political). The children did not rebel against their father personally,
(he fed, clothed, taught them for such a long time). They hated the doctrine upon which their
father laid the foundation for their education - Christianity. They feared the deprivation of
those joys, which non-sensual materialism has offered to attract those who are weak and
thoughtless. Christianity does not offer such joys. Christianity only amounts to the self-
consciousness of man as a spiritual essence, the recognition of the law of God, and the desire to
serve Him. And material [well-being] follows from this. The mother, a peasant, did not want to
understand this. She was never religious, and boldly opposed the aspirations of her husband in
general, and in the matter of the children’s education in particular. She set the children against
the father. By doing this, she, along with the crowd, helped the children plunge into a pool of
spiritual debauchery.

Such is the fate of all those who neglect the mind: meaningless suffering and destruction that
leaves no trace. If the parents were imbued with the Teacher’s thought: “Do not care for the
children as your own,” then this would not have happened.
