During extreme cold weather, indoor plumbing is at a greater risk of freezing, which can cause a disruption in your
water supply Frozen plumbing can also cause your pipes to burst, which can result in significant and costly water
damage to your home. To avoid frozen pipes this winter, follow these simple tips:

+ Ensure that your mdoor temperature is above 12 degrees Celsius, especially in areas where your plumbing and
water meter are located. " _

« Keep doorways in basement areas, storage rooms and crawl spaces open to allow warm air circulation.

. Ensure pipes are properly insulated, such as those within outside walls, under kitchen sinks and bathroom -
cabinets, in crawl spaces and in attics.

. If you are going to be away, have someone check in on your home.
