Over 12,000 students In
grades 1 to 10 participate in
programs that include food
literacy, history, outdoor ed-
ucation, sustainability, envi-
ronmental awareness and
the arts. The park now fea-
tures community gardens,

bees, livestock and a com-

munity Kitchen.
