Death of
Despatches vesterday morning announce
the death of a man who for nearly a quarter
of a century has beeu a prominent hgure 1n
Canadian history. Firat elected to Parlia-
ment an 1861, his abihities were 8o pro
nouncedd that in three years he was a
Cabinet Minister. Never holding extreme
political views he was unanimously eelect-
ed atter Confederation as the Speaker of
the first House of Coinons for the Domin-
ion and was unanimously re-clected to the
position-in 1872.  He filled the position
worthily, sand his decisions were character-
ize«l by strict impartiality, and in fact form
the bhams of the present mode of procedure
of- the House, It was he that put a stop to
the pernicious practice of members repeat-
edly speaking to the same question. Iie
also decided that petitions sent by telegraph
could not be recogmzed by the House, a
decimion which probably cost him his scat
in 1874, as they would have formed a very
important element in working up the Pacific
slander excitement Mr. Cockburn was
born 1in Berwick, on the boundary between
England and Scotland in 1519, but cane to
this country at an early age, his education
having been finished - at L'prer (Canada
Cuollege, and was called to the bar in 1846.

RED AND ROBBED.

Re;mr.t has reached us that Louis Sher.
bino, who has a large number of acquaint-
ances in Milton, was murdered and robbed
of about $15,000 1n the mountains of New
Mexico about two weeks ago.  He has a
wife hiving, and his father lives 1n the
vicinity of Fort Erte.  Mr. Sherbino was a
young man of remarkable acuteness and
business ability. When he first went West
he was unable to read or write his own
name. He engaged in lambering at first,
but soon turned his attention to nining,
and in a short time 18 reputed to have made
from 250,000 to $100,000. He went to
Datfalo in the fall of 1881, and boarded at
the Tremont House until the next spring.
While here he organized a mining company
and 1nduced a3 number of Buffalonians to
mvest, Among the number was Hiram
Exstein, the clothing manufacturer, and
| others. During the winter Sherbino taught
himself to rt:afaml write, lLast fall he re-
turned to Buffalo for a short time and
boarded at the Tremont. He had a peculiar
habit, which was noticed by the boarders
at the hotel, of carryiug all his money ou
his person. This undoubtedly cost Lhim h's
life. From letters received from Colorado.
Sherbino is reported to have sold a miue
for £50,000 within the past month. He
received §15,000 in cash, and taking lus
money with him, he started for New Mexico
to buy a ranche. On the way he is reported
to have been robbed and murdered.

It is
possible, however, that the results of the
threshing season mnay modify to some
extent the figures for this year. The
uneven characser of the crop makes it
difticult to estimate the yield of fals
wheat, and spring wheat is liable to be
afi-cted by rust and the attacks of in-
sects.

Th: May report of the Bureau showed
that in the western half of the Province
fall whcat was danaged to a serious ex-
tent during the winter montha—being

and sleet in the southern countics, or
smothered to death under a heavy cover-
ing of ice-crusted snow in the northern.
[t was also injured in some localiti=s by
exposure to spelis of intense cold after
the snow and ice had dissppeared. The
low temperature of April and May made
the conditicn of the crop a disheartening
one to the farmer, and much of it was in
consequelnice pioughed up or resown with
other grain.
area of fall wheat dealt with in this way
are sumewhat imperfect, but in the La\e
Erie, Lake Huron, West Midland and
Georgicn Bay counties it was not leas
than 61.000 acres. In the eastern half
of the Province the wheat wintered re-
markably well, and the crop is not much
pelow that of lust year. Tle heavy rains
of June and July were favourable in
promoting a yigorous growth of straw,
b.at in all sections of the Province cor-
respondents report that the excess of
moisture has been accompanied with
rust.  In the western counties, where
there 18 a great depth of alluvial suil, the
rust has oroduced its worst effects, and
the grain 18 considerably shrunken. Inb
the eastern counties, on the other hand,

pests are not numerous, but the presence
of the midge and the Hesaian fly is noted
in some localities. With the favourable
harvest weather of the past three weeks
the crop will no doubt be housed in good
condition,

The breadth of spring wheat is nearly
the sarne as last year, although seeding
operations were hindered by rainy
weather. On all high or wall-drained
lands it made fine progress throughout
July, and unless injured by rust or in-
sects 1t promises a larger yield than last
years crop. The recent cool and bright

| weather has been very favourable to its

maturity, but the midyge, the weevil and
the Hessian fly are reported in all the
best spring wheat districts, The extent
of the damuge done by these pests, how-
ever, cannot be fully known until tie
Jrain 13 ripe  In the Lake Cntario dis-
tricts the harvesting season will open
about the 15th irst., and in the northerly
and north-easterly districts about the
20th or 25th. This is about two wceks
later than the usual period of spring
wheat harvest.
