Autumn Care of Live Stock.

Horses should be kept out of all hard|

storms, which are frequent during this
month. One of the best cures for a severe
cold is a warm stable and
a good run in the yard or pasture on
pleasant days. It is too late in the year to
perinit horses to remain out of doors
through the night. Young colts and yearl-
ings need plenty of nutritious food. Much
~depends upon the care which colts receive
during their first winter Oats are exel-
lent for them ; if corn is used. 4t should be
fed with wheat bran. Use the brush freely
on all horses and colts, and keep the skin
clean and active,

Cows whic'i are $) give milk through the
winter, need to he fed with special care at
this time. If possible, the flow of milk
must no be permitted to decrease, Mangels
and sugar beets are excellent, cut in slices
and :Friukled with bran.

(thus indicated in a recent very valuabie
report y '

*“There are several classes in India which
require special and exceptional treatment
if education is to become general. These,
as appear form the evidence gathered by
the commissioners, are :—

“l. Mahomedans. These former rulers
of India have been falling behind in the
race for wealth and power, chiefly because
they have, from prejudice or scruples oi
conscience, kept away from our schools or
colleges. Much may, and, we Dbelieve,
will, be done in future to encourage schools
under their own management, with
t¢cholarships for peor deserving students.

2. “Efforts will be made to get the
princely families and men’ of and
wealth to send their phildren to schoels of
a high, or more exclusive order, snch as are
found to a limited extent in the Punjab,
but nowhere else in British India. Many
are both able and willing to pay for educa-
tion if it can be had without mixing their
children with the low classes. But stimu-
lus and direction are needed to originate
such a movement, :

3. On the other hand, there are classes
of the very poor and low castes, who need
and will receive special treatment suited to
their condition ; and the aboriginal tribes
scattered through India, driven into moun-
tain fastnesses or impenetrable jungles,
will not in future be overlooked, but will
receive the most considerate treatment.
