and Negada. Over 2000 graves have
been opened so far, and the mortal re-
maips found, with the various objects, ’
open an entirely new field of research.

Side by side with the graves of this
new race are the well-known vestiges |
of Egyptian towns, with the |ottery,
heads, scarabs, of the IVth, XI1Ith,
XVIIIth, and XIXth dyna.ﬂtie_s,
wexactly,’’ as Professor Fiinders Petrie
writes, “'like those found simliarly dat-
ed in Northern Egypt.” Here, how-
ever, is the strange anomaly. Therels
no object found in these graves which
is like anything nanufactured by the
‘Egyptains. There is not a sign of a
gscarab, nor has there been found on
vase, amulet, or bead the trace of a
hieroglyphic character. All the pot-
tery is made by hand, and “the wheel
was unknown.”

The bodies found in the grave were
not mummified, and the methods of
burial bear no semblance to Egyptain
customs. Mutilation of the dead was
carried out, for in the same grave there
are skulls separated from the restof
the bodies. One marked peculiarlity is
that the human bones are ‘‘broken open
at ‘the ends and scooped out.” This
traiyment, Professor Flinders Petrie
says in the Academy, ‘“certainly points
to ceremonial anthropophagy.” At
first it migat look like a cannibalistic
tendency. _

From a study of the remains, 1t
seems to be positive that they "belong-
ed to a tall and powerful race, having
a hooked uose, long pointed beard, and
brown wavy haiy. There were no negro
resemblances. Possibly the people
were alliel to the Libyans and Amo-

rites.

The persons who make use of hy-
phenated names without being com-
pelled to do so are usually the owners
of patronymics excruciatingly plebian
who hope, vainly, it is true, to redeem
the commonplace character of their
names by prefixing thereto one calculat.
ed, they trust, to create the impression
that they are connected with some of
the great houses of the nobility. Thus
it is quite common to find Montmorency-
Smiths, - Plantagenet - Robinsons, and
Vere de Vere-Browns.
