These olls have
a mast disagreeable odor and have to
be treated chemically before being
used.

“The skeleton of the fish, with only
the head left on, is hung in the hat
sun for seversl days and the oll al
lowed to ooze out slowly. All the
volatlie parts of the oil are naturally
neutralized in this manner, and the
oli collected 1s sald to remain fluid and
clear when it comes in contact with
metal for as long as ten years.

“Makers of chrooometers are espe-
cially scrupulous in the preparation of
olls, owing to the accuracy which Is
demanded of these delicate timepleces,
and often prepare their own oll by
inixing porpoise, sperm, olive and
neatsfoot and a small quantity of
inineral oil. When these olls are
mizxed, it 18 customary to keep them
in an uncorked bottle exposed to the

sun. This is done to allow all foreign _

and coioring substances to fall to the
bottom. after which the oll is filtered
through a mixture of charcoal dust
and animal charcoal
