The underkeepers baving spread
themselves over the park. the park
keeper, with the “field” (those follow-
ing mounted and on foot) set off to
find a deer which looks ready for fat-
tening purposes. Iiaving selected one,
it is the work of the keeper to get him
separated from the rest and then to
slip his hound and set after him as

hard as we can gallop. The pace, of

course, s tremendous, and as rabbit
holes abound the risk of a fall is even
betting or, rather, a trifie of odds on
the certainty of our “taking a toss.”
As our deer bounds awey with his
wonderfully easy, elastic movements
he makes for the wildest part of the
park, expecting to escape his pursuers.
