Eleetrical Instrument Has Proved
Wonderful Invention.

Development of an electrical in-
strument that would enable partially
deat persons to hear, just as glasses
ngw ald those who suffer from de-
’{5: ive vision, has long been one of
2h¥ problems of modern science. Now

he miracle has been wrought and
demonstrated {tself an eminently
sugcessful achievement beyond all

doubt.
+#NQW it 1s possible for an appar-
pqtlﬁ'ﬁeaf perpon to hear whispered
voices some sixty or more feet dis-
:t pt at the far end of a room. The
dgvice is no more complex than a
leléphone receiver attached to the
far and connecting up with a little
flzbk box about the size of a camera
hat may be set on the table or ad-
justed under the chair.

The inventor is Earl C. Hanson,
Ex;nwn_ for various other inventions.
ne of Hanson’'s latest developments
is a device that enables vessels to
enter port in rain, fog or storm,
no matter i{f all lights are out, simply
by picking up through telephone re-
ceivers the electric vibrations of a
cable stretohed ajong the sea bottom.
Btrangely enough, it was perfection
of this device that led to the de-
Xelopment of an instrument to aid
the deaf.

Hanson applied the same princi-

ples. His new instrument is a tiny
vacuum tube, called an amplifier,
which, when inserted between a

source of sound and a telephone re-
ceiver, magnifies the sound. The
d_gund is ‘‘stepped up’” and made
audible to the deaf after the man-
ner in which the Pupin colls revolu-
tionized and made possible long dis-
tance telephony.

And if one, why not
another? That it gives us a shock to
think that love might be a disease
is no proof—this we must admit—
that It isn't.

Anger — righteous anger — is a
natural, permitted, and undiseased
emotion. Diseased, it turns to hate.
And hate, if the disease gets worse,
turns to madness,

Admiration is another natural and
undiseased emotion. But, diseased,
it turns to envy. |

All these emotions have their in-
ward effects and outward expression.
A man or woman who hates will do
abnormgl things and behave |rra-
tionally.. The balance of their emo-
tions has been disturbed.

There we get the test as to whe-
they or not love is a disease. If the
emotion induces the doing of abnor-
mal things, and makes the sufferer
behave irrationally, then the emo-
tion is not natural. It is diseased,
and the virus it creates upsets mind
and body.

Love—this is beyond denial—does
produce queer, abnormal, and irra-
tional results. It affects the appe-
tite. It deranges the mental bal-
anee. It disturbs the function of
memory. Do we hold a man or maid
in love as being quite responsible for
their actions?

Since queer effects can proceed
from nothing save a queer cause, is
it not evident that the French phy-
sielan was right, and that love is a
disease?
