Inspector I. M. Levan, dated Feb. 8th,

“For the most part the accommoda-
tions are good, but they have already
become inadaguate for the attendance.
.of the assembly hall is
affected by the fact that it has to be
nsed as a class room.

““The use of the science laborator
as an ordinary class room has been al-
lowed to interfere with practical and
experimental work in chemistry.

‘*The work of this school is seriously
handicapped by the inadequacy of the
accommodations. Though it is only
four years since its status was passed
from Continuation School standing to
that of a High School, it has grown so
rapidly that it is now conducted bv a
staff of six teachers and has an at.
tendance of about 160 pupils. The
building was not planned to accommo-
date so many pupils, and difficulty is
being experienced in finding room for
all who wish to avail themselves of the
advantages of this school.

‘“As a temperary means of nbtaininF
the requi room, the assembly hall
is used as an occasional class-roum.

One of the classes is seated in the lib- | ial ser

rary and another in the science labora-
tory. This arrangement is abnything
but aﬂ.t.iﬂfaery.

“It is important that a policy of ex-
pansion should be settled on at once,
so that there may be suitable provis-
ion for the classes that will come in

next September.”
