To control
it, ragweed must be prevented from
going to seed, and the seed already In
the soil must be forced to germin-
ate at a time when the seedlings can
be destroyed.

I have heard one serious criticism
of the Budget, though it was not vole-
ed by the Opposition, and it is that
we have not taxed the higher in-
comes as much as we should have
taxed them. This point illustrates
once again what a difficult country
Canada is to govern under our pres-
ent constitution. The income tax
problem arises because of the fact
that provincial legislatures have un-
limited power to colleet income
taxes. I have always been an advocate
of the direct taxation of incomes and
have always felt that those receiv-
ing larger incomes should be heavily
taxed in difficult times. In this in-
gtance the eriticism that we have not
gone far enough In taxing large in-
comes is not borne out by the facis.
In British Columbia, under the new
act, a man receiving an Income of
$500,000 pays $492,230.00 of it in in-
come tax. In Alberta the man with a
similar income will pay $502,935 in-
come tax. This means that he pays
all of his income in taxes and owes
the Government $2935.00 besides. In
Saskatchewan he pays $5638,332.18. On-
tario has a much lower system of pro-
vincial income tax with the resaualt
that a man in Ontario with an income
of $500,000 just pays $381,103.00 of his
income in taxes, In bringing the in-
come tax up to the full amount of a
man’'s income, as we have done in the
three of the provinces it is obvious
that we cannot go much further until
our constitution is revised and we
have a given standard for the prov-
inces in the field of taxation,
