Miltary developments involving
Canadian troops will interfere with
election plans only if these develop-
ments occur prior to the issuance of
the writ of election. Once the writ is
issued, the election machinery will be-
gin to grind and balloting will take
place irrespective of an offensive.

It is the Goveroment's hope to get
the election over with as speedily as
possible 8o us to reduce the chances of
a political campaign coinciding with
large scale action and heavy Canrdian
casualties.
