HUMAN MAJORITY ONLY 954

Be kind to cows. And not jus.
because they're peaceful, agreeable
critters who like to lie in the shade
by a stream. Be kind and beware
—beware in case they should decice
to unite and rise up some day.
We're almost outnumbered, in fact.

There are reported to be 39700
cows in the county of Halton—and
only 40,654 people. Only a majority
of 954 people!

A census of Halton cattle in
December of 1951 showed county
milkers and beefers totalled nearly
40,000,

Those pigs that delight city vis-
itors in farm barns throughout the
county will likely total over 24.000
this vear—that was the figure for
December, 1951. Frolicing Iamos
numbering 4,040 frisked in Halton
that month and there were 2375
horses.

Although these figures are of
primary interest in realization of
the importance of agriculture in
Halton, comparison of figures with
those of December, 1950 showed
marked differences. The number
of calves under one year was up

There were many more
and lambs: December of 1950 found
2730 and 1951, 4,040.

There's no record in the figures
released by the Ontario Depart-
ment of Agriculture as to the am-
ount of honey in Halton last year,
but the land seems flowing with
milk at least. There were 17,500
cows and heifers two years old and
over kept mainly for milk purpos-
os. There were just a little over
16,000 the year before. Perhaps
butter can take the place of honcy
in this summary of Halton’s pros-
perity. The amount of creamery
putter produced in January, 1952 —
the month before last—was 48935
pounds. The year before 1t was
49501 pounds—slightly higher.

Now down to straight statistics. !

A breakdown of the 39700 cattle

in the county shows there were 700 |

bulls one yvear and over; 17,500 cows
and heifers two years and over for
milk: 2300 cows and heifers for
beef: 6,000 heifers being raised for
milk: 1,500 heifers being raised for

beef; and 2,200 steers one year and

by 2,000 during the year; the num-

ber of cows jumped from 31,170 %o
36,700.

Swine had a big boost, with
16.800 counted in 1950 and 24,000 in
1951. As for horses, the numbecr
aropped from 3410 to 2,575.
